You will imagine you’ve been hired by a newspaper to create political cartoons. Here is your task:

1. Look through your textbook and notes and find information about one of these:

Option A: Problems with the Articles of Confederation, or

Option B: Compromises reached at the Constitutional Convention.

You will illustrate a political cartoon on one of these.

2. Your cartoon should have each of the following elements in order to get full credit:


a. Political cartoons typically use symbolism. For example – a concept such as “liberty” or “freedom” might be represented as a tree or a bird. Additionally, countries are oftentimes seen symbolically (America as an eagle or Russia as a bear).


b. Your cartoon should have a caption that clearly indicates what event you are trying to convey. How does the reader know what the cartoon is about? In other words, be clever. 


c. On the back, write a paragraph explaining your cartoon – from whose perspective are you working? What or whom are you trying to show? Explain how the event or persons for this topic (either “problems with the Articles of Confederation” or “compromises reached at the Constitutional Convention”) are important.

Color is optional for this assignment.
