Constitution Newspaper
Analyze how the government established by the United States Constitution embodies the purposes, values, and principles of American democracy.
It is 1788. You have been charged with creating a short newspaper to lay out the essential features of the Constitution, including the Preamble and the seven Articles.  

Apparently, the essays collectively known as the Federalists Papers are not reaching a wide-enough audience and they are difficult for many to read. What Americans need is an easy-to-understand condensed version of the Constitution so that they will understand how important ratification is. Your newspaper must have the following elements:
1. Short articles on each of the seven “Articles” of the Constitution in clear, everyday language. These stories should highlight the most important parts of each Article of the Constitution.
2. Graphic organizers to illustrate the structure of the government proposed in the Constitution. There must be at least three graphics, one for each branch of government (legislative, executive, and judicial).
3. Two mini-biographies of important persons at the Constitutional Convention featuring quotes from those persons explaining their role and/or their views of the Constitution itself. Provide pictures of these persons. See below for possible people to cover:
Famous Anti-Federalists: George Mason, Thomas Paine, Patrick Henry, Samuel Adams, George Clinton, and Thomas Jefferson
Famous Federalists: Alexander Hamilton, George Washington, James Madison, John Adams, and Charles Cotesworth (C.C.) Pinckney.
4. One editorial. You may choose to write from the Anti-federalist or Federalist point of view. The best editorials will include short quotes and phrases from actual Federalist and Anti-federalist writings.
5. Weather report. Pick a location and a date to include the weather.

6. Something fun. It can be a humorous joke, a story, a sports report, or a comic illustration.

Keep it 18th century style.
